We are pleased to offer you the first photo from the Frankfurt film set of DAYS TO COME, a Badlands Film co-production with UFA Cinema, WDR, Arte, and ARD Degeto. 

Director/writer Lars Kraume began shooting on 20 August, on locations which included the University Hospital, the Upper Taunus nature reserve and the Hotel Intercontinental, with the leading actors Bernadette Heerwagen (LEO AND MARIE - EINE WEIHNACHTSLIEBE), Daniel Brühl (INGLOURIOUS BASTERDS, DIE GRÄFIN), Johanna Wokalek (DIE PÄPSTIN, THE BAADER MEINHOF COMPLEX), August Diehl (INGLOURIOUS BASTERDS, BUDDENBROOKS), Susanne Lothar (DAS WEISSE BAND) und Ernst Stötzner (CONTERGAN, THIS IS LOVE).

At the press event on Friday, 28 August 2009 at the Hotel Intercontinental in Frankfurt the film’s director/screenwriter Lars Kraume, leading actors Bernadette Heerwagen, Daniel Brühl, Johanna Wokalek and August Diehl, as well as Dr. Ursula Vossen from HessenInvestFilm took questions from journalists.

Statements from the press conference: 

Lars Kraume on shooting in Frankfurt: "For me it’s a particular pleasure to be able to make this film in my hometown of Frankfurt. Frankfurt is architecturally a good place for a vision of a city undergoing transformation in the future. It’s great when the creative vision coincides with the location’s advantages." 

Bernadette Heerwagen said: "Shooting in Frankfurt has been an intense and emotional experience for me so far. I was particularly drawn to the role of Laura Kuper because of the great changes she goes through during the film. We all play characters who are forced to respond to radical changes in their environment when they are in their mid-20s and see where those decisions lead us." 

Daniel Brühl explained: "For me this film is an opportunity to deal with my generation’s responsibility: our generation really has it incredibly easy – compared to our parents' and grandparents' generations, and probably also compared with future generations - and we should use this advantage to do something useful, so as not to go down in history as the "stupid generation". 


Johanna Wokalek commented: "I especially liked the way the project shows how the outside world changes over time, and these changes are shown from the perspective of different family members." 

August Diehl added: "The screenplay for DAYS TO COME touches on all the important issues of our time. For me the story is not so much a vision of the future but a very meticulous look at the present." 

Dr. Ursula Vossen of Hessen Invest Film said: "We chose to fund this project because it’s a fantastic script, we love the director and writer, and he is a native of Hesse - and it offers a great opportunity to include Frankfurt’s unique skyline." 

About the story: 

DAYS TO COME - based on a screenplay by Lars Kraume - follows the lives of a middle-class family in Berlin from the present day into a realistic, near future, in a time of great uncertainty and changes. After finishing university, Laura Kuper (Bernadette Heerwagen) must make a choice between her desire to have children and Hans (Daniel Brühl), the great love of her life, because of a rare antibody reaction. Her sister Cecilia (Johanna Wokalek) is driven into the depths of a newly emerging form of terrorism by her unrequited love for Konstantin (August Diehl), and Philip, the family’s youngest child, does his bit for Germany in a desperate war for the last Asian oil fields. A family that has been torn apart deal with their hopes and fears in a beleaguered future world racked by economic crisis, climate change and political upheaval where nothing is certain anymore - and nothing remains as it once was.
DAYS TO COME is a Badlands Film co-production with UFA Cinema, WDR, Arte, and ARD Degeto. The film is funded by the Film Foundation NRW, Medienboard Berlin-Brandenburg, German Federal Film Board (Filmförderungsanstalt), HessenInvestFilm, Cine Tirol Film Fund and the German Federal Film Fund (Deutscher Filmförderfonds). Telepool Munich is handling global distribution. 

 

Other locations in the 49-day shooting schedule are Wuppertal, Dusseldorf, Cologne, Berlin and the Tyrol. 
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
