Hanni & Nanni, known to English readers as Pat and Isobel O’Sullivan, are probably the most 
popular twins in the world.

(the "Kessler Twins”) singer/songwriter twins Tegan and Sara Quin, Bill and Tom Kaulitz of Tokyo 
Hotel / the original “Siamese twins” Change and Eng Bunker, the Olsen twins Mary-Kate and 
Ashley, and the soccer aces Hamit and Halil Altintop / Poland’s Jaroslaw and Lech Kaczynski have 
risen to fame in a variety of areas.

�  Sad: Over the course of history twins were unfortunately rejected in many cultures. They were 
branded as unnatural and in the worst cases even killed.
